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2 Day Health Impact Assessment Competency Training – Rapid HIAs    
Who is the course for?
Day1 - This course is aimed at officers who have received little training on the subject of HIA and may wish to carry out a Rapid HIA in practice.  This can be taken as a stand-alone session. 
Day 1 and Day 2 – This  is principally aimed at officers who may be required to carry out or participate in the carrying out of a Rapid HIA. To attend Day 2 attendees must undertake an assignment to complete a Rapid HIA and submit a report. 
How does the course work?
Day 1 of the course is designed to provide insight into the process and principles that underpin Health Impact Assessment (HIA).  Day 1 is followed by attendees applying the learning by undertaking an assignment to complete a Rapid HIA, therefore extending their learning ‘’by doing’. 
Day 2 provides an opportunity for attendees to demonstrate their learning and reflect on their experience of applying HIA through the assignment.  The day provides extended learning opportunities through sharing their reflective experiences of applying Rapid HIA methodology and question and answer discussion sessions with the other attendees. 
Delegates can attend either Day 1, or can attend both Days 1 & 2.    Day 1 & 2 must be taken on the same course – delegates may not switch between cohorts or venues.
(Note – Day 2 cannot be taken on a stand alone basis)

Why HIA?

Health Impact Assessment (HIA) is a process which supports organisations to assess the potential consequences of their decisions on people’s health and well-being.  It is increasingly recognised and understood that all policy areas have an impact on individuals and communities health and wellbeing outcomes.  The Welsh Government has focused on a Health in All Policies (HiAP) approach and recognises HIA as a key tool to be used to raise awareness and increase understanding across sectors on how policies, programmes and services impact on health and wellbeing. In Wales, HIA assesses the implications for health and wellbeing through the broad lens of the wider determinants of health and contributes to a reduction in health inequalities and inequities. HIA is advocated for and implemented at both strategic and operational levels across land use, planning, housing, waste, transport, regeneration and health sectors.  
HIA provides a systematic yet flexible and practical framework that can be used to consider the wider effects of local and national policies or initiatives and how they, in turn, may affect people’s health and wellbeing. An HIA gathers and assesses a range of evidence and this is then used to build in measures to maximise opportunities for health and wellbeing, to minimise any risks and inform the decision making process.   It also provides a way of addressing the inequalities in health that continue to persist in Wales. It does this through collaboration and co-production which is built into the HIA process. 
This 2 day course will look in depth at Rapid HIAs, and how they should be conducted.

Day 1 This course is aimed at officers who may wish to carry out a Rapid HIA in practice, but who have received little training on the subject. Typically these will include EHPs and EH managers, planners, regeneration officers and other staff who need to understand and be capable of conducting a Rapid HIA and to appreciate how to use its findings in practice. HIA will become an additional ‘tool’ 
in a practitioner’s tool box’. 
To undertake an HIA certain core competencies of Public Health Practice are used:

· Population health data and health needs assessment
· Quantitative and qualitative research methods

· Project planning and managing 

· Community participation

· Partnership and collaborative working and stakeholder engagement

· Reviewing evidence base

· Literature reviews 

· Influencing public policy and local multi-agency strategies 

· Communication including report writing 

The HIA Competency course complements the above by focusing on:
· Understanding the background to the HIA and the different approaches and types,

· Understanding the values and principles that underpin HIA 

· Quantitative and qualitative methods and how these can be used,
· Participation and Community Planning

· Policy context,
· What constitutes a good quality Rapid HIA.
Days 1 & 2  The practitioner training course is principally aimed at officers who may carry out or participate in the carrying out of a Rapid HIA. This course is an extension of the one day course to two days to enhance the delegates’ degree of knowledge and understanding. Between the two training days, delegates would be expected to carry out a Rapid HIA on a situation of their own choosing and submit this work for marking. The second training day is used to review submitted HIAs, focusing on any issues identified and allows for the discussion of the use of the system in more detail.
Day 2 of the course is used to 

· Review submitted Rapid HIAs, focusing on issues identified,
· Gain experience from the HIAs carried out by other participants,
· Allow for discussion of the system in greater detail.
Delegates demonstrating a satisfactory level of understanding will receive certification as to understanding and capability.
All delegates will receive CPD certificates and delegate packs containing course notes from the sessions that they attend.

Day 2 Delegates who pass the assignment will also receive a Certificate of Competence in the carrying out of Rapid HIAs (issued by CIEH, WHIASU and PHW). This provides evidence that the delegate has attended training and has demonstrated to an acceptable level understanding of Rapid HIAs through their submitted assignment and their participation in course discussions.
